Attire needed: Pink tights, black or pink leotard, skirt is optional, pink ballet shoes, and black tap shoes 

(no ribbons in tap shoes, only elastic or tap ties. Hair must be pulled out of face.

All Pre-Primary Classes for dancers ages 3-5. Girls 

will not move up to Primary until they are in 

kindergarten

Attire needed: Pink tights, black or pink leotard, skirt is optional and pink ballet shoes.  Hair must be 

pulled out of face.

All Primary Combo classes will learn Ballet, Tap and Jazz. A typical format consists of 1 hour of ballet 

each week and alternating each week between 30 minutes of jazz or tap. Class Cost = $60/month

Attire: 1. pink tights 2. pink or black leotard, skirt is optional. 3. pink ballet shoes 4. black tap shoes 5. 

black jazz shoes. Hair must be pulled out of face.

Ballet Syllabus Classes
Our ballet syllabus is a highly structured format to ensure mastery of all ballet skills as one progresses 

through the different levels. 

Attire: pink tights, pink ballet shoes, and black solid leotard. No skirts allowed. Hair MUST be in a bun.

Placement in our ballet syllabus classes takes much 

consideration. Beginning placement is by teacher 

recommendation only. Advancement is done by 

examination in the Spring. In order to be eligible for 

the exam, dancers must have been enrolled in both 

classes of their level and be recommended by their 

teacher. All Test and exam specific classes will NOT 

participate in the Spring Recital to allow more time 

preparing for exams. 

Dance Companies

Choregraphy for performances are learned during company classes throughout the year. Our companies 

have the opportunity to share the gospel of Christ in many venues throughout the state. 

Attire: Black or tan tights, solid leotard, dance shorts, pants or capris must be worn over leotards. Tank 

or camisole shirts are optional.
